Identify the parts on a standard sales ad for a home.

Research homes in the area, determine the average cost per square feet, cost per bedroom, cost per garage space, location/price, etc.


Using the information researched, make up a fake home/garage ad.  This will require you to do research and to use the research on home ads.  You may use the back of this sheet to see what you should include but this is just a start of what your ad should contain. 


Last compile the information in a word document format.  Include pictures if you can find one that is close to your home/ garage type. Make up a market equal price.


Submit the ad to the instructor with your names on the paper.   


Students are required to do their own work this is not a copy/paste report.
