Golf Ball Tower
Overview:


In teams of two or three, design a tower to hold a golf ball using limited materials. The highest tower to hold the ball is the best solution.

Objectives:


Students will learn how to work with one another for a common goal.


Students will learn how to use the technology systems model to solve problems.

Materials:


3 sheets of newspaper, two feet of masking tape, and one golf ball

Design Parameters:


The tower must be free standing.  You may only use tape to hold the paper to together. The height of the tower is measured from the top of the golf ball. The final design must be completed in 30minutes.
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
